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Finally, you will present this information in a 2-3 minute speech to the class.
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You may have note cards to guide you in your presentation but you should NOT read your presentation to the class.  A good presentation is one where you are well informed on the topic.  You may also bring in any other visual aids that may add to your presentation. You should make a PowerPoint to accompany your brochure.
Powerpoint and Food Web
· You must cover the following information:

· Characteristics of the biome:  where it is located, climate, give latitude and any special landforms in your biome, tell me any cultural attractions in the area as well. Basically the same information you put in the brochure
· Name 4 animal species that live in the biome.  Describe 2-3 animal adaptations that allow them to live in the biome. Descriptions of physical or behavior adaptation and how it helps to meet basic needs.  This is where the evolution part comes in. What animals are in your biome and what adaptations have they developed? 

· What are animals and plants/producers in your biome? 
· Name 4 plant species.  Describe 2-3 adaptations to the biome.

· Describe 2 relationships among animals in your chosen biome: predator/prey, competition, mutualism, commensalism, parasitism, etc.
· On a separate sheet of paper you need to create a food web with 15 animals from your biome.
